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DID YOU KNOW????

Did you know that the Neighborhood Inspection Division operates a
mosquito control program in Des Moines and your code enforcement
officer (me) is required to be licensed in pest control?

MOSQUITO MYTHS:

The back yard bug zapper. Great for entertainment but of the “thousands”
of mosquitoes it kills in a 24 hour period a 5 day catch only produces 6.4%
mosquitoes. And of that 6.4% only half of them are the blood-feeding
females. Do you have a bat house? No? That’s OK they really aren’t that
big of help anyway. Although bats devour a great deal of insects only a
small part of their diet is the mosquito, .7%. The Citrosa plant, created by
crossing tissue cultures of the African Germanium with the Grass of
China. Citronell candles, made from the Citrosa plant, have been used for
years as a mosquito repellant. No studies support the idea that the citrosa
plant actually repells mosquitoes.

So, what does kill mosquitoes? Biomist 4 + 4. This is the product we use
to control the adult population of mosquitoes in Des Moines. The active
ingredient in Biomist is permethrin, a second-generation synthetic
pyrethroid. Products containing pyrethroids are widely available for home
use. This is a “contact” insecticide, meaning there is no residue left after
spraying. Biomist is applied with aerosol foggers mounted on pickup
trucks. The fog is totally safe for humans. The mixture is 0.00175 1bs of
ingredient per ACRE. Mosquitoes are small, it doesn’t take much to kill
them. The city is mapped out in areas and it takes about two weeks to do a
complete cycle of fogging. Fogging is halted in times of high winds or
rain. The fogging is very safe, how-ever if you feel you don’t want
application in your area you may call 248-6099 and be added to a “shut
off” list and spraying will stop in your block.

We also treat areas that have continuous standing water and we trap
mosquitoes for testing, species count and to find numbers of mosquitoes in
the area. All of this tells us how often we need to spray.

What can you do? Get rid of anything that holds water..tires, cans, buckets
etc. Fill those low spots in the drive or yard. That puddle under the leaky
outdoor water spout. Keep those gutters cleaned so they will drain.
Basically look for any, no matter how small, places that hold water. And,
keep that grass cut. Eggs will lay in tall grass for weeks even months
waiting for some moisture. For more information you can look on the city
web-site, home page, right column, look under hot topics.

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Keeping Cool

With the heat of summer now upon us, we should do everything we can to

conserve energy as we keep cool. That means treating our air conditioners

the same way we treat other energy-demanding appliances: by using them
wisely and keeping them running efficiently.

Use an energy-efficient air conditioner.

If you're buying a new air conditioner, choose one for maximum energy
efficiency. New air conditioners come labeled with an Energy Efficiency
Rating (EER), a standard that lets you calculate how much electricity the air
conditioner will consume. The higher the EER, the less it will cost you to
operate the appliance to achieve the same level of cooling.

Avoid overcooling.

Don't use or buy more cooling equipment capacity than you actually need. If
you decide on central air conditioning, select the most energy-efficient unit
that will cool the size space you have. Bigger is not better. A larger unit than
you need will cost more to run and may not remove enough humidity from
the air, the feature that some consumers like most about air conditioners.

Keep your cooling system well tuned.
Have it professionally maintained, and ask how the energy efficiency of the
system may be increased.

Install a whole-house ventilating fan.

This can be put in your attic or in an upstairs window to cool the house,
even if you have central air conditioning. According to Consumer Reports, a
big fan working under the right conditions can cool and ventilate an entire
house for about the energy cost of running an air conditioner in one room.

Set your thermostat as high as possible.
78 degrees F. is often recommended as a reasonably comfortable and
energy-efficient indoor temperature.

Water Saving Tips In the
Garden

Gardening can be a fulfilling activity to help
you relax outdoors. But, if you aren't
careful, an environmentally-friendly activity
can quickly turn into a sink for precious
natural water resources.

Millions of gallons of water are used in
gardens and lawns each year —many of
them wastefully. Here are some ways to
cut back on

the amount of water you use in the garden:

« Adjust your lawn mower to a higher
setting. Longer grass retains water better.

Water in the early morning, when
temperatures are cooler, to minimize
evaporation.

« Check your sprinkler system regularly and
adjust sprinklers so only your lawn is
watered and not the house, sidewalk, or
street.

Collect and use rainwater for watering your
garden.

« Direct downspouts or gutters toward
shrubs or trees.

Install a drip irrigation system around your
trees and shrubs to water more efficiently
